The department has had a significant increase in its 
expenses including the residential hauler contract, pags and Transfer. Station operational costs. An increase of 
$1.50 per sleeve for large bags and .$1. 7 5 for small bags 'Yas propo~ed. Ms. Senior noted the bag cost to the . 
residents has not increased since FY19/~0. She also provided additional information on the other services 
offered at no cost to residents which includes the food waste c;ollection, textile recycling and plastic film 
recycling.
