Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems

Authority

This generd permit isissued under the authority of Section 22a430b of the Connecticut Genera
Statutes.

Definitions

The definitions of terms used in this generd permit shal be the same as the definitions contained in
Sections 22a-423 of the Connecticut Generd Statutes and Section 22a-430-3(a) of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies. As used in this generd permit, the following definitions
shall apply:

“ Authorized activity” meansany activity authorized under this generd permit.

“ Best Management Practices (BMP)” means those practices, which reduce pollution and which
have been determined by the Commissioner to be acceptable based on, but not limited to,
technica, economic, and inditutiond feasbility.

“ Coastal area” meanscoastal areaasdefined in Section 22a-94 of the Connecticut Genera Statutes.

“ Coastal waters’ means coastal waters as defined in Section 22a-93 of the Connecticut Genera
Statutes.

“ Department” means the Department of Environmental Protection.

“ Fresh-tidal wetland” meansatidd wetland with an annud average sdinity of lessthan 0.5 parts
per thousand.

“Guiddines” means the Connecticut Guiddines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control, as
amended, established pursuant to Section 22a-328 of the Connecticut Generd Statutes.

“High tide line” means high tide line as defined in Section 22a- 359(c) of the Connecticut Generd
Statutes.

“Illicit Discharge” means any unpermitted discharge to waters of the state that does not consist
entirely of ssormwater or uncontaminated ground water except those discharges identified in
Section 3(8)(2) of this genera permit when such non-stormwater discharges are approved, in
writing, by the Commissioner as discharges that are not significant contributors of pollution to a
discharge from an identified M 4.

“Individual permit” means apermit issued to a named permittee under Section 22a-430 of the
Connecticut General Statutes.

“Inland wetland” means wetlands as that term is defined in Section 22a-38 of the Connecticut
Gengrd Statutes.

“Municipal separate storm sewer system (M$4)” means conveyances for sormwater, including,
but not limited to, roads with drainage systems, municipa streets, catch basins, curbs, guitters,
ditches, man-made channels or storm drains owned or operated by any municipdity, State agency
or Federa agency and discharging directly to surface waters of the state.

“ Permittee” means any municipdity, thet initiates, creates originates or maintains a discharge
authorized by this general permit and that has filed a registration pursuant to Section 4 of this
permit.

“Point Source” means any discernible, confined and discrete conveyance, including but not
limited to, any pipe, ditch, channd, tunnd, conduit, well, discrete fissure, container, rolling stock,
concentrated animal feeding operation, landfill leachate collection system, vessdl or other floating
craft from which pollutants are or may be discharged.

“ Registration” means aregigration form filed with the Commissioner pursuant to Section 4 of the
generd permit.

“ Regulated Small MS4” means any municipaly-owned or municipaly-operated Small M$A4 (as
defined below) authorized by this generd permit including dl those located partidly or entirdly
within an Urbanized Area and those additiond municipaly-owned or municipaly-operated Small
M$As located outside an Urbanized Area as may be designated by the Commissioner. (Note: A
ligt of municipdities containing Smal M3Asisincluded in Appendix A of this generd permit.)

“ Retain or retention” means to permanently hold sormwater runoff on-gte with no subsequent
point source release.

“ Small MSA” means any M4 that is not dready covered by the Phase | M$4 stormwater
program including state- and federdly-owned systems, such as colleges, universties, prisons, and
military bases. (Note: sate- and federdly-owned M S4s are authorized under separate generd

permits.)
“ Sormwater” means waters conssting of precipitation runoff.

“ Tidal wetland” means a wetland as that term is defined in Section 22a-29(2) of the Connecticut
Generd Statutes.

“ Urbanized Area (UA)” meansthe areas of the State of Connecticut so defined by the U.S.
Census Bureau for the 2000 census.

“ Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL)” means the maximum capecity of a surface water to
assmilate a pollutant as established by the Commissioner including pollutants contributed by point
and non-point sources and amargin of safety.
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Section 3. Authorization Under This General Permit

The discharge of stormwater from or associated with a Regulated Smal M$A is
authorized by this generd permit, provided the requirements of subsection (b) of this
section are satisfied and the activity is conducted in accordance with the conditions
lisgted in Section 5 of this generd permit.

This permit authorizes the following non-stormwater discharges provided they do not
contribute to a violation of water quality sandards and such discharges are identified
in the Stormwater Management Plan and approved, in writing, by the Commissioner
as discharges that are not sgnificant contributors of pollutants to any identified M4:

landscape irrigation;

uncontaminated ground water discharges such as pumped ground water,
foundation drains, water from crawl space pumps and footing drains,

irrigetion weter;

lavn watering runoff;

residua street wash weter,

discharges or flows from fire fighting activities (except traning); and
naturaly occurring discharges such as risng ground waters, uncontaminated

ground water infiltration (as defined at 40 CFR 35.2005(20)), springs, diverted
gream flows and flows from riparian habitats and wetlands.

Requirements for Authorization
Thisgenerd permit authorizes the activity listed in subsection (a) of this section provided:

Coastd Management Act

Such activity is congstent with dl applicable gods and policiesin Section 22a 92 of
the Connecticut Generd Statutes, and shall not cause adverse impacts to coasta
resources as defined in Section 22a-93(15) of the Connecticut Genera Statutes.

Endangered and Threatened Species

Such activity shdl not threaten the continued existence of any specieslisted as
endangered or threatened pursuant to Section 26- 306 of the Connecticut Genera
Statutes and shdl not result in the destruction or adverse modification of habitat
designated as essentia to such species.
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(3) Nationa Higtoric Preservation Act

Stormwater discharges or implementation of the registrant’ s sormwater management
plan shdl not adversdly affect properties listed or igible for listing in the Nationd
Regiger of Higtoric Places, unless the registrant is in compliance with requirements of
the Nationa Historic Preservation Act and has coordinated with the gppropriate State
Higtoric Preservation Officer to avoid or minimize impacts from any necessary
activities

(4) Thegormwater isnot discharged to a Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW) or
to ground water except for sormwater infiltration through a designed basin or
structure.

(0 Registration

Pursuant to Section 4 of this permit, any municipdity thet initiates, creates, originates or
maintains any discharge of water from aregulated Smal M3 shdl submit aregidration
using forms prescribed and provided by the Commissioner (or a photocopy thereof).

(d) Geographic Area
This genera permit applies throughout the State of Connecticut.

(e) Effective Date and Expiration Date of this General Permit

This generd permit is effective January 9, 2004 and expires on January 8, 20009.

() Effective Date of Authorization

An activity isauthorized by this generd permit on the date the genera permit becomes
effective or on the date the authorized activity isinitiated.

() Waiver of Authorization

A municipality may request awalver from authorization under this genera permit if the
population within the Urbanized Area portion of town is less than 1000 people, the
discharge from the M4 within the UA does not exceed a Total Maximum Daily Load
(TMDL) dlocation or is not otherwise a significant contributor to degradation of water
qudity and the Commissoner issues such waiver in writing.

Section 4. Registration Requirements
(@ Who Must Filea Registration

Any municipdity thet initiates, crestes, originates or maintains a discharge of sormwater
from or associated with aregulated Smal M4 shdl file with the Commissioner atwo-part
registration form that meets the requirements of this section of this generd permit. Part A of
the regigtration shal be submitted on or before April 9, 2004. Part B of the regidtration shall
be submitted on or before July 9, 2004.

Bureau of Water Management
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(b) Scope of Registration
A regisrant shal register on one set of regidtration formsfor al discharges that are operated
by the registering municipdity. A municipality may not submit more than one regidration
under this generd permit.

() Contentsof Registration
(1)) Fees

(A) Themunicipd regidration fee of $250.00 shdl be submitted with the Part A
regidration form. No activity shal be authorized by this genera permit until the
regigtration fee has been paid in full.

(B) Theregidration fee shdl be paid by check or money order payable to the
Department of Environmental Protection.

(C) Theregidration feeis non-refundable.

(2) Part A Regidration Form

Part A of the regitration shdl be filed on forms prescribed and provided by the
Commissioner and shdl include the following:

(A) Name of the municipdity and the name, title, address, and telephone number of
the chief dected officid or principa executive officer.

(B) Name, address, and telephone number of the primary contact person for the
municipdlity.

(C) Name, primary contact, address, and telephone number of any consultant(s) or
engineer(s) retained by the municipdity to prepare the registration,

(D) Name of receiving stream(s), watershed(s) or waterbody(s) to which the M$4
discharges.
(3) PartB Regidration Form

Part B of the regigtration shdl be filed on forms prescribed and provided by the
Commissoner and shdl indlude the following:

(A) Name of the municipdity and the name, title, address, and telephone number of
the chief dected officid or principa executive officer.

(B) For each of the Minimum Control Measuresin Section 6(a), the following
information shdl be included:

Additional Information

The Commissioner may issue awritten request to require amunicipaity, State agency or
federd agency to submit additiona information that the Commissioner reasonably deems
necessary to evauate the congstency of the subject activity with the requirements for
authorization under this generd permit. A response to the Commissioner’ s request for
additiond information shdl be submitted to the Department within thirty days of the
Commissioner’ s request.

(1) A copy of the Stormwater Management Plan shdl be made available for review by
the generd public upon request a a designated town office(s) during regular town
business hours.

(2) The permittee shal make a copy of the Stormwater Management Plan available to the
following immediately upon request:

(A) the Commissioner (see Section 6(€));

(B) inthecaseof amunicipdity, state or federal agency adjacent to or
interconnected with the permittee’s storm sewer system, to the owner or
operator of that M4; and

(C) inthe case of an M4 sormwater discharge to awater supply watershed, to
the pubic water supply company.

Action by Commissioner

(1) Inthe event the Commissioner determines that a Minimum Control Measure or Best
Management Prectice asidentified in the Part B Registration or in the Stormwaeter
Management Plan may not reduce ssormwater discharges from amunicipa separate
sorm sewer system to the maximum extent practicable, the Commissoner may alow
or require amunicipaity to resubmit the Part B Regidgtration prior to the Commissioner
Issuing anatice to obtain an individua permit for a discharge provided the muniapdity
conducts atimely pubic hearing, after adequate public notice, to investigate what, if
any, additiona plans, measures or practices are necessary to reduce stormwater
discharges to the maximum extent practicable. Any such request to resubmit a Part B
Regidration shdl be in writing, and may be submitted to the Commissioner by the

municipdity or by any interested person. Written notice of the Commissioner’s
decison to dlow amunicipdity to resubmit the Part B Regidration shal be provided
to the chief dected officid or principd executive officer of such municipdity and to
any other person submitting a written request for such naotice.

The Commissioner may require that a permittee obtain an individua permit for any
discharge authorized by this permit in accordance with Section 22a430b of the
Connecticut Generd Statutes.

The Commissioner shdl disgpprove aregidration:

(A) if the Commissioner finds that the subject activity isindigible for this generd
permit, or that the municipdity cannot or is unlikely to comply with this generd
permit; or

(B) for any other reason provided by law.

Disapprovad of aregistration shall congtitute notice to the gpplicant that the subject
activity may not lawfully be conducted or maintained or that the subject activity may
not lawfully be conducted or maintained without issuance of an individua permit
issued pursuant to Section 22a-430 of the Connecticut Generd Statutes.

Section 5. Requirements of thisGener al Per mit

The permittee shdl a dl times continue to meet the requirements for authorization set forth in
Section 3 of thisgenera permit. In addition, a permittee shal ensure that authorized activities are
conducted in accordance with the following conditions:

If the permittee initiates, crestes, or originates a discharge of sormwater which is
located less than 500 feet from atidal wetland that is not a fresh-tidal wetland, such
discharge shdl flow through a system designed to retain the volume of sormwater
runoff generated by 1 inch of rainfal on the watershed for that system.

If the permittee wishes to initiate, creete, or originate adischarge of sormwater below
the high tide line into coastd, tidd, or navigable waters for which a permit is required
under the Structures and Dredging Act in accordance with Section 22a- 361(a) of the
Connecticut Generd Statutes or into tidal wetlands for which apermit is required
under the Tida Wetlands Act in accordance with Section 22a- 32 of the Connecticut
Generd Stautes, the municipdity shdl obtain such permit(s) from the Commissioner
prior to initiating, creating or originating such discharge.
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(b)

Stormwater Management Plan

The permittee shdl develop, implement, and enforce a ssormwater management plan
designed to reduce the discharge of pollutants from the Smal M$4 to the maximum extent
practicable (MEP), to protect water quality, and to satisfy the appropriate water quality
requirements of the Clean Water Act. Under this program, the permittee shdl prepare a
Stormwater Management Plan pursuant to Section 6 of this generd permit, which plan shall
be completed, and all Minimum Control Measures implemented, by January 8, 20009.

Section 6. Development of Stormwater Management Plan

The Stormwater Management Plan (the Plan) shall address the Minimum Control Measures as
indicated in this section. Those measures indicated as required within the Urbanized Area portion

of the

Regulated Smal M4 shdl be implemented, at a minimum, within those arees. At the

discretion of the permittee, the Minimum Control Measures required within the Urbanized Areas
may aso be applied to any M4 outside of the Urbanized Area. Those measuresindicated as
required throughout the municipdity shdl be implemented for dl areas of the municipdity
regardless of Urbanized Area.

For each Minimum Control Measure, the permittee shdl: define appropriate BMPs,
designate a person(s) and job title responsible for each BMP; define atime line for
implementation of each BMP; and define measurable gods for each BMP.

Qudifying Loca Program

The permittee may satisfy the requirement to implement aBMP for aMinimum
Control Measure by having athird party implement the BMP.

When a permitteeis relying on athird party to implement one or more BMP(s), the
permittee shall note that fact in the registration and annud report required in
subsection (i) below. If the third party fails to implemert the BMP(s), the permittee
remains respongble for itsimplementation.

(Note: For example, if aloca watershed organization performs an annud “river clean
up”, this event may be used to satisfy aBMP for the Public Participation and/or the
Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping Minimum Control Measure))

Quadlifying State or Federal Program

If aBMP or Minimum Control Measure is the respongbility of athird party under
another NPDES stormwater permit, the permittee is not required to include such
BMP or Minimum Control Measure in its sormwater management plan. The
permittee shdl reference this qudifying program in their Stormwater Management
Pan. However, the permittee is not respongble for itsimplementation if the third party
fals to perform. The permittee shdl periodicaly confirm that the third party is Hill
implementing this measure. If the third party fails to implement the measure, the
Stormwater Management Plan may be modified to address the measure, if necessary.

In the case of apermitted municipd industrid activity thet is covered by the Genera
Permit for the Discharge of Stormwater Associated with Indudtriad Activity, the
permittee may reference the activity’ s Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan to
address aportion of the permittee’ s Stormwater Management Plan.

(Note: For example, the permittee may reference aregiona mall’ s requirement to
perform sweeping and catch basin cleaning under the Generd Permiit for the
Discharge of Stormwater Associated with Commercia Activity. Thisthird party
action may be used to address a portion of the permittee’ s requirement under the
Good Housekeeping and Pollution Prevention Minimum Control Measure,)

Coordination of Permit Respongibilities

Where a portion of the separate sorm sewer sysem within amunicipdity is owned or
otherwise the responsibility of another municipdity, or asate or federa agency the
entities shal coordinate the development and implementation of their respective
Stormwater Management Plans to address dl the eements of Section 6. A

description of the respective responsihilities for these dements shdl be included in the
Stormwater Management Plan for each municipdity.

(Note: For example, a storm sewer system within amunicipaity may be operated and
mantained by the DOT. In cases such asthese, the two entities shall coordinate their
Stormwater Management Plans to address the Minimum Control Measures,
particularly at the interface between the two storm sewer systems.)

Proper Operation and Maintenance

The permittee shdl a al times properly operate and maintain dl facilities and systems of
treatment and control, including related appurtenances, which areingaled or used by the
permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit.

Signature Requirements

The Plan shdl be signed by the chief eected officia or principa executive officer, asthose
terms are defined in Section 22a-430-3(b)(2) of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies. The Plan shdl be retained by the chief eected officid or principa executive
officer and copies retained by town officids or employees responsible for implementation of
the Plan.

Plan Review Fee

When submitting a Stormwater Management Plan as requested by the Commissioner in
accordance with Section 4(f)(2)(A) each municipa permittee shal submit a plan review fee
of $187.50.

Keeping Plans Current

The permittee shal amend the Plan whenever: (1) there is a change which has the potentia
to cause pallution of the waters of the sate; or (2) the actions required by the Plan fall to
ensure or adequately protect againgt pollution of the waters of the state; or (3) the
Commissioner requests modification of the Plan. The amended Plan shdl be completed and
al actions required by such Plan shal be completed within atime period determined by the
Commissioner.

The Commissoner may notify the permittee in writing a any time that the Plan does not
meet one or more of the requirements of this genera permit. Within 30 days of such
natification, unless otherwise specified by the Commissioner in writing, the permittee shall
respond to the Commissioner indicating how they plan to modify the Plan to address these
requirements. Within 90 days of this response or within 120 days of the origind notification,
whichever isless, unless otherwise specified by the Commissioner in writing, the permittee
ghdl then revise the Plan, perform dl actions required by the revised Plan, and shdl certify
to the Commissioner that the requested changes have been made and implemented. The
permittee shal provide such information as the Commissioner requires to evaluate the Plan
and itsimplementation.
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Failureto Prepare or Amend Plan

In no event shdl failure to complete or update a Plan in accordance with Sections 5(b) and
6 of thisgenerd permit relieve a permittee of responsibility to implement actions required to
protect the waters of the state and to comply with al conditions of this genera permit.

Schedule of Monitoring

(A) Stormwater monitoring shall be conducted by the Regulated Smal MSA
annualy gtarting in 2004. At least two outfdls gpiece shdl be monitored from
areas of primarily industrial development, commercia development and
resdentia development, respectively, for atotd of six (6) outfals monitored.
Each monitored outfal shall be selected based on an evauation by the M$A4 that
the drainage area of such outfall is representative of the overdl nature of its

respective land use type.

(B) Themunicipdity may submit arequest to the Commissioner in writing for
implementation of an dternate sampling plan of equivdent or greeter scope. The
Commissioner will gpprove or deny such arequest in writing.

Samples shdl be collected from discharges resulting from a storm event that is
greater than 0.1 inch in magnitude and that occurs a least 72 hours after any
previous storm event of 0.1 inch or greater. Runoff events resulting from snow
or ice melt cannot be used to meet the minimum annual monitoring requirements.
Grab samples shall be used for dl monitoring. Grab samples shdl be collected
during the first 6 hours of a sorm event discharge. The uncontaminated rainfal
pH measurement shal aso be takenat thistime. Samplesfor dl discharges shall
be taken during the same storm event.

Storm Event Information

The following information shdl be collected for the sorm events monitored:

(i)  Thedate, temperature, time of the start of the discharge, time of sampling,
and magnitude (in inches) of the sorm event sampled.

(i)  The duration between the storm event sampled and the end of the
previous measurable (greater than 0.1 inch rainfdl) sorm event.

Test Procedures

Unless otherwise specified in this permit, dl pollutant parameters shdl be tested
according to methods prescribed in Title 40, CFR, Part 136 (1990).

Reporting & Record Keeping Requirements

(1) The permittee shal keep records required by this permit for at least 5 yearsfollowing
itsexpiration or longer if requested by the Commissioner in writing. Such records,
including the Stormwater Management Plan, shal be available to the public a
reasonable times during regular business hours.

Theword “day” as
used in this generd permit means the calendar day; if any date specified in the general permit
fals on a Saturday, Sunday, or lega holiday, such deadline shdl be the next business day.

False Statements

Any fdse satement in any information submitted pursuant to this generd permit may be
punishable as a crimind offense, in accordance with Section 22a- 6, under Section 53a
157b of the Connecticut General Statutes.

Correction of I naccuracies

Within fifteen days after the date the permittee becomes aware of a changein any
information in any materia submitted pursuant to this generd permit, or becomes aware that
any such information is inaccurate or mideading or that any relevant information has been
omitted, the permittee shdl correct the inaccurate or mideading information or supply the
omitted information in writing to the Commissioner. Such information shdl befiled in
accordance with the certification requirements prescribed in Section 7(€) of this generd

permit.

Other Applicable Law

Nothing in this genera permit shdl relieve the permittee of the obligation to comply with any
other gpplicable federd, state and loca law, including but not limited to the obligation to
obtain any other authorizations required by such law.

Other Rights

This generd permit is subject to and does not derogate any present or future rights or
powers of the State of Connecticut and conveys no rightsin rea or persond property nor
any exclusve privileges, and is subject to al public and private rights and to any federd,
dtate, and local laws pertinent to the property or activity affected by such generd permit. In
conducting any activity authorized hereunder, the permittee may not cause pollution,
impalrment, or destruction of the air, water, or other natural resources of this sate. The
issuance of this genera permit shal not create any presumption that this general permit
should or will be renewed.

Abatement of Violations

The Commissioner may take any action provided by law to abate a violation of this generd
permit, including but not limited to pendties of up to $25,000 per violation per day under
Chapter 446k of the Connecticut General Statutes, for such violation. The Commissioner
may, by summary proceedings or otherwise and for any reason provided by law, induding
violation of this generd permit, revoke a permittee's authorization hereunder in accordance
with Sections 22a 3a-2 through 22a-3a- 6, inclusve, of the Regulations of Connecticut
State Agencies. Nothing herein shdl be congtrued to affect any remedy available to the
Commissioner by law.

General Permit Revocation, Suspension, or Modification

The Commissioner may, for any reason provided by law, by summary proceedings or
otherwise, revoke or suspend this genera permit or modify to establish any appropriate
conditions, schedules of compliance, or other provisions which may be necessary to protect
human hedlth or the environment.

Filing of an Individual Application

If the Commissioner notifies a permittee in writing that such permittee shal obtainan
individua permit under Section 22a-430 of the Connecticut Generd Statutes if he wishesto
continue lawfully conducting the authorized activity, the permittee shdl file an gpplication for
an individud permit within thirty (30) days of recelving the Commissioner’ s notice, or a
such other date as the Commissioner may alow. While such gpplication is pending before
the Commissioner, the permittee shal comply with the terms and conditions of this generd
permit and the subject approva of regigtration. If the Commissoner issues an individud
permit to a permittee under this genera permit, this generd permit, asit gppliesto such
permittee, shal automaticaly terminate on the date such individuad permit isissued. Nothing
herein shdl affect the Commissioner's power to revoke a permittee's authorization under this
generd permit a any time.
